ARRIVAL  

● Upon arrival at the Flagstaff Mountain RV & Campground, follow directional signage and proceed to the Check-In lanes 
that will take place outside.

arrival onsite.

o FROM S. Beulah Blvd / 89A, Come to the roundabout, Take the first exit, and enter Fairgrounds Road.  
o FROM I17 S – Take exit 337 (AZ-89A) Take the first exit at the first roundabout. Take the 2nd exit at the 2nd 

roundabout to enter Fairgrounds Rd. (Ft. Tuthill County Park) 
o PLEASE HAVE YOUR HANG TAG & CREDENTIALS READY & VISIBLE.  
o Please be patient as you are entering the same way exhibitors are checking in, we assure you this is the quickest 

path to your campsite. 
● Upon entering the venue, text Azure so that she will be available to place you in your campsite location. 

o Once your vehicle has been placed in the Content Creator Area (which must happen by 3:00pm on Thursday), you 
are not to move your vehicle until 3:30pm on Sunday (once you have been given the all-clear to move). 

o Your Content Creator Badge MUST be worn at all times for access to the campgrounds and the event. We will not 
provide replacements.

REMINDERS 

● Your campsite for the Content Creator Area will be assigned by Azure and you will be placed in that spot upon your arrival – 
you cannot depart from that spot until Sunday at 3:30pm (or when the all-clear has been given). The Content Creator Area 
is ONLY for approved Content Creator attendees – do NOT invite others to camp with you here. It is festival-style camping: 
you will be close to your neighbor. 

● Event showers will be provided, available for Camping passholders. These showers are located in the Premium 
Campgrounds as well as the Weekend Pass with Camping campgrounds.  

o Shower Hours: 6:00 AM - 9:00 AM and 7:00 PM – 10:00 PM 
● Be sure to fill your water tanks prior to arrival, as potable water will be limited to filling water bottles only. 
● Backpacks are permitted to bring necessities. 
● Quiet hours begin at 10 PM each evening, please be respectful of your neighbor.  
● Smoking (this includes e-cigarettes and vapes) is allowed in designated areas only. 
● Well-behaved and leashed dogs are welcome at Overland Expo. 
● ONLY Propane fires with an on & off switch are allowed at the event  

o Overland Expo will follow all State and Local fire restrictions as required at the time of the event. This could 
prohibit use of all propane fire pits or cooking units.  

● Content Creator move out will begin Sunday, May 17, 2026, at 3:30pm. Whereas check out for the venue is 11 AM on 
Monday, May 18, 2026 (You can stay in your spot until 11am on Monday.)
